organisms. Shipment of product does not require cooling during transportation.

Storage after reconstitution:

+15to +25°C |8 hours
+2 to +8°C 2 days
-80°C 1 month

The reconstituted product can be frozen immediately and stored at -80°C.
Avoid refreezing.
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
